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During times of armed conflict and other situations of violence, the ethical standards
of the medical profession apply as in times of peace. The professional duty to treat
people with humanity and respect applies to all patients. The physician must always
act in accordance with medical neutrality and give the necessary care impartially and
without discrimination.”
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Persons deprived of liberty (“prisoners”) should receive the same standard of health
care as people outside prisons.”
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
